A 50-year-old woman, who suffered
nerve injuries after undergoing la-
ser treatment for pigmentation on
her legs, is suing the vascular sur-
geon who carried out the procedure.

Madam Rathanamalah Shunmu-
gam, a financial services director
with an insurance company, is seek-
ing unspecified damages from Dr
Chia Kok Hoong, in a suit that
opened in the High Court yesterday.

She alleges that Dr Chia, who has a
private practice at Mount Elizabeth
Medical Centre, had not advised her
about the risks and complications as-
sociated with the treatment, known
as endovenous laser therapy.

She also contends that the sur-
geon did not obtain her informed
consent before carrying out addi-

tional procedures on her during
the operation.

The court heard that Madam
Rathanamalah noticed pigmenta-
tion on her shins in 2010 and was re-
ferred to Dr Chia by another doctor.

She saw Dr Chia on three occa-
sions before he carried out the laser
therapy in July 2010. Dr Chia had di-
agnosed her to be suffering from ve-
nous eczema – a skin condition af-
fecting the lower legs which is com-
mon in people with varicose veins.

Madam Rathanamalah testified
that her main concern was the pig-
mentation, not varicose veins
which she had had for 20 years.

She said that during the first con-
sultation in March 2010, Dr Chia told
her about endovenous laser therapy,
which “kills” the varicose veins and
resolves the pigmentation.

She decided to undergo the treat-

ment at the second consultation in
June, when the patches of pigmenta-
tion grew and started to itch.

He had told her that the problem
could lead to ulcers if left untreated.

But following the operation on Ju-
ly 3, the pigmentation got worse
and became ulcerous. She contin-
ued to suffer pain and numbness
and still requires medical care.

Her lawyer, Mr S. Palaniappan,
told the court that she will call wit-
nesses, including a neurologist, a
pain specialist, a psychiatrist and a
British vascular surgery expert.

Dr Chia, who is represented by
Mr Christopher Chong, will call his
own expert witness.

He contends that she had specifi-
cally sought treatment for her vari-
cose veins and that his proposed
treatment was correct.

He contends that he had given her
adequate advice on the risks, which
include potential nerve injury.

The hearing continues.

Woman jailed for
offering bribe
A Chinese national was
sentenced to three weeks’
jail yesterday for attempting
to bribe a Singapore Customs
Officer. On May 31, Zhu
Xiaolu, 30, arrived at
Changi Airport with
commercial goods worth
US$10,210 (S$14,000)
without a permit. She then
offered Higher Customs
Officer Siow Teck Meng
US$200 as a bribe for him to
release the goods.

The officer rejected it and
reported the matter to the
Corrupt Practices
Investigation Bureau.

6 arrested for alleged
sale of fake goods
Six people were arrested on
Tuesday for their suspected
involvement in the sale of
counterfeit computer parts
and mobile phone
accessories worth an
estimated $2.6 million.

The four men and two
women, aged between 19 and
33, were arrested after police
officers conducted
simultaneous raids at Sim
Lim Square and Jurong East.

About 25,200
trademark-infringing
computer parts were seized,
such as laptop power
adapters, batteries, hard
drives, DVD-ROMs, LCD
screens and computer
software. Officers also seized
mobile phone accessories
such as phone casings and
power banks.
