Singapore is reputed to be one of the few countries
in the world where corruption is under control. This
is due mainly to the strong political will to curb
corruption and the firm but fair action taken
against the corrupt regardless of their status.

The Corrupt Practices Investigation Bureau (CPIB)
is responsible for investigation and prevention of
corruption in Singapore.

WHATIS CORRUPTION?

Any form of gratification given or received corruptly
is commonly known as a bribe. Gratification can
come in many forms such as money, gifts, reward, a
promise, favour, sex, etc.

WHAT'S THE PUNISHMENT FOR GORRUPTION?

Under Singapore’s anti-corruption laws, any person
found guilty of accepting or offering or giving a
bribe shall be liable to a maximum fine of $100,000
or to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 7
years, or to both. The court can also impose a
penalty equivalent to the amount of bribe accepted.

DIDYOU ALSO KNOW...
Attempting to give or receive a bribe may also be an
offence of corruption.
